Submission of your reservation form does not guarantee you will receive your requested 

tour time due to additional tours that may already be scheduled.  Your tour is not 

considered reserved until you receive a confirmation letter from the tour coordinator.  

Reservations should be made at least three weeks in advance.  Groups without a 

scheduled reservation will not receive the group discount and may not be able to tour the 

park.

FEES FOR RESERVED GROUP VISITS 
 

We offer a discount for all reserved groups: 

 

Museum: $4.00   

Boat:  $8.00    

Mansion:  $4.00    

Wagon: $4.75   

 

One payment for the entire group is due upon arrival at the Museum Front Desk.  

Payment can be made with cash, check, or credit card.  Please make checks payable to 

Blennerhassett Island Historical State Park.  We will provide you with a receipt at the 

time of payment. 

 

Groups may pay in advance by providing credit card information or mailing a check.  If 

payment is received in advance, groups cannot get a refund if they bring less people than 

what payment was for.  By paying in advance, all tickets and receipts will be at the boat 

waiting for the group upon their arrival. 

 

 

GROUP ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE 
 

If touring the museum first, please plan to arrive at least 5 minutes before your scheduled 

time in order to: 

 

 Register  

 Pay admission fees & receive tickets/receipt 

 Receive museum rules 

 Organize into smaller groups, if necessary 

 

If you are not touring the museum but paying upon your arrival, please plan to arrive at 

the museum at least 15 minutes before your scheduled boat departure time in order to: 

 

 Register  

 Pay admission fees & receive tickets/receipt

BUSES – LOADING AND UNLOADING 
 

Museum: 

Buses may unload and reload passengers at the museum entrance on Juliana Street.  This 

entrance is also wheelchair accessible. 

 

Buses then may park at the end of 1
st
 Street while the group is touring the museum. 

 

Groups arriving by car or passenger van need to park in the paved parking lot adjacent to 

the museum in a space that has a number and the letter “M”. 

 

Island: 

Buses may unload and reload passengers in the large gravel lot located at the Civitan 

Park boat dock.  They may remain parked their while the group is touring the island. 

 

 

LATE ARRIVAL POLICY 
 

Museum: 

Groups arriving more than 15 minutes late are not guaranteed their scheduled tour. 

 

Island: 

The boat departs for the island at the top of every hour.  The boat can wait up to 5 

minutes for a group and will then depart for the island.  If a group misses their boat 

departure, they must wait for the next scheduled boat departure if space is available. 

 

Groups should arrive to the mansion and/or wagon ride at least 5 minutes prior to their 

scheduled tour time.  Failure to arrive on time may result in forfeiture of your tour(s). 

 

 

RESCHEDULING 
 

To change or reschedule a group visit, please call the Group Tour Coordinator (304-420-

4800) at least 48 hours in advance.  Rescheduling is done as space and time permits. 

 

 

CANCELLATION POLICY 
 

To cancel a visit, please call the Group Tour Coordinator (304-420-4800) at least 48 

hours in advance. 

 

Should the park close for any reason, all attempts will be made to reschedule your tour. 

 



 

ACCESSIBILITY 
 

Museum: 

The museum is accessible to people with mobility limitations.  Please enter the museum 

along the Juliana Street entrance. 

 

Island: 

The sternwheeler, island grounds, first floor of the mansion, and first floor of the Putnam-

Houser House are all accessible to people with mobility issues.  The second floor of the 

mansion, second floor of the Putnam-Houser House, and the wagon rides are not 

accessible. 

 

For those who need assistance walking to the tours on the island, the Friends of 

Blennerhassett volunteer group operates a golf cart for transportation, free of charge.  For 

additional information or to schedule this service, please call the Group Tour Coordinator 

(304-420-4800). 

 

 

ON-SITE LUNCH OPTIONS 

 
Gabberts Concession Stand will prepare box lunches for advance orders only.  Options 

include: 

 

Cold Box Lunch: 

Ham & Cheese Sandwich, Chips, Banana, Cookie & Beverage – $6.50 

 

Hot Box Lunch: 

Choice of 2 Pieces of Fried Chicken OR Baked Ham, 2 Vegetables, Side, Roll, Banana & 

Beverage – $8.50 

 

Only one selection is permitted for the entire group. 

 

Groups who have ordered a box lunch can eat at the shelter attached to the concession 

stand. 

 

The concession stand is also available for individual purchases.  They offer hot dogs, sub 

sandwiches, nachos, pizza, soft pretzels, chips, beverages, candy, ice cream, etc. 

 



 

 

GENERAL INFORMATION 

 
 There is a 15 minute video presentation that can be viewed at the beginning of 

your museum tour. 

 Tours go rain or shine.  Please dress appropriately for the weather and wear 

comfortable shoes.  Much of your time will be spent outdoors moving from site to 

site.  In the event of dangerous weather conditions, you will be contacted about 

alternate arrangements. 

 First Aid supplies are available at the Museum Front Desk or at the Island Ticket 

Booth. 

 No food, candy, gum or beverages are allowed in the state park buildings.  This 

includes the museum, mansion, wagon ride, and gift shops. 

 Guests may not wear backpacks or carry large bags into the museum, mansion or 

gift shops.  If possible, guests should leave their bags on the bus/in your vehicle.   

 Photography is permitted, however the flash must be turned off (flash is allowed 

in the kitchen of the mansion only). 

 Please do not touch the television in the museum theater area. 

 Caution everyone about wearing hair spray, perfume or aftershave; bees and 

yellow jackets will be attracted to the scent. 

 For mansion and wagon ride tours, larger groups may need to be divided. 

 Artifacts/exhibits are not to be touched. 

 Be aware that other groups may be touring at the same time.  Please be mindful 

by using the appropriate tone of voice. 

 Please be attentive and respectful to tour docents and wagon ride operators.. 

 Do not feed any wildlife on the park grounds.  West Virginia law prohibits this in 

all state parks. 

 The Ohio River shore surrounding Blennerhassett Island can be unsafe.  Please do 

not walk along the river banks and to stay off the rocks.  Do not allow anyone to 

throw rocks into the river.
